Making a Time Capsule
1. Select the container for the capsule itself. 

2. Pick the items to put in the capsule. Some suggestions are

· a newspaper; 

· school newsletter;

· some of your drawings;

· a list of your favorite music, movies, or books; and 

· some photographs of you, your family, your pet (if you have one), and your friends. 

· a letter you write to your future self or to someone else in the future telling about what’s happening right now.

3. Decide who you’re making the time capsule for. (It could be for you to open in 2, 5, or 10 years or for some unknown person in the distant future).  Your child could 

4. Make a label for the outside of the capsule -- Not to be opened until ______ (include a date when the capsule should be opened).  

5. Finish the capsule

6. Put the time capsule someplace no one goes, like the attic or the top of an out of the way closet.
7. Wait until it’s time to open the capsule. Imagine what it will be like when you or someone else opens your time capsule.
